Maybe the most significant happening 
was the ability to continue holding our price per round 
at $2.50, considering the increased cost of targets, and 
the added fuel surcharge for delivery.  We made a 
deliberate decision to lower the ATA event charges to 
help offset the gigantic increase of lead and ammo 
prices during the last year. All of these decisions seem 
to have worked, because our number of shooters 
increased, and our number of targets thrown 
increased. (Nationally, the increase in the cost of gas, 
clay targets, lead, and ammo prices in general, have 
caused a down turn in Trap club usage.  We seemed 
to have bucked the trend.)

Investment:  Our Investment account 
lost $862.88 for the month of December 
2007.  That’s the bad news.  The good 
news is that our account gained a total 
of $8,419.65 for the year 2007!  The 
current value of our investment account 
as of 31 Dec 2007 is $129,545.25.  This 
is by far, the best year we have had, 
since the initiation of a club investment 
account, dating back to 2002.  
 
As we are starting the new year, this 
would probably be a good time to give a 
little background on the Investment 
Advisory Committee, for the benefit of 
our new members, and a refresher for 
our current members. 
  
• The Club Investment Funds Policy 
was restructured in 2007, and our funds 
were moved to a new investment

firm.  Our funds are currently being managed by a team of 
advisors headed up by Robert Fazio, of Smith Barney, 
located in Niskayuna, NY. 
• The club Investment Funds are not normally used as 
Operating Funds.  The Board of Directors may direct fund 
transfers to the Operating fund if the need exists. 
• The Investment Advisory Committee is made up of 
Board of Director members Darin Dennis and Dave 
Fizer.  Mark Shalala is appointed as the liaison between the 
investment company and the Board of Directors.   
• The club president and club treasurer are the only 
authorized signatories for this account. 
• The current club guidelines for fund allocations are 30-
40% cash, cash equivalents and fixed income assets and 60-
70% Mix of moderate to low risk equity securities. 
• All investments are purchased with a long term view 
anticipated. ( i.e. 5 yrs.)  The objective is to buy high quality 
and hold it. 
The fund objectives, monitoring, advice, and management 
policy, are spelled out in detail, in the club Investment Funds 
Policy, last revision dated 24 Jan 2007. 
 

House & Grounds:   A reminder to everyone to pick 
up their garbage and shot up targets, help keep the club 
and ranges clean.  Debris left on the ranges causes 
problems with snow removal. 
 
Old Business: Primary Day is 5 February and the 
Sportsmen’s Club will again be used as a voting place.

“New York’s anti-gun-dominated Assembly wasted no time advancing the usual laundry list of anti-gun pro-
posals. A7331, expanding the ban on so-called “assault weapons”; A3451, expanding the ballistic imaging 
program; A2772, banning .50 caliber firearms; A829, requiring “childproof” firearms, A76, requiring manda-
tory storage; A6525, creating new requirements and liability for gun dealers; and A3447, banning frangible 
ammunition, will all see floor action soon.  Additionally, the Assembly will consider A6052, which could put 
New York on the path to prohibiting lead ammunition. 
 
Currently pending in the Codes Committee is A 9543, a measure that would require black powder guns to be 
licensed as firearms.  This proposal has brought about an especially concerned response from the re-enactors 
community, as these guns are an integral par of their activity.  Each year thousands of participants travel from 
all over the country, as well as within the state, to take part in events in New York, which is rich withy mili-
tary history.  Passage of such a measure would surely kill this pastime in New York and deal yet another blow 
to the state’s sagging economy. 
 
Please call your lawmakers today at 815-455-4100, and urge them to oppose the bills listed above.”
