New Business: 
The President announced that Tom Herzog, a long 
time member of the board of directors , has resigned 
from the board.

There was discussion regarding the rifle ranges. We 
are looking at making it easier to shoot at the 200 yard 
range plus investigating a system that will eliminate 
the shooting tubes at the 300 yard range. 
 
It was also announced that the roof on the small ga-
rage that houses the clay pigeons is about to be re-
placed. 
 
The club has applied for the CMP, Civilian Marksman 
Program. Through this program, members could pur-
chase military firearms. The Civilian Marksman Pro-
gram (CMP) promotes firearm safety training and rifle 
practice for all qualified U. S. citizens with emphasis 
on youth. The CMP operates through a network of af-
filiated shooting clubs and associations that covers 
every state in the U.S. The clubs and associations offer 
firearm safety training and marksmanship courses as 
well as the opportunity  for continued practice and 
competition. The CMP was created by the U.S. Con-
gress. The original purpose was to provide civilians an 
opportunity to learn and practice marksmanship skills 
so they would be skilled marksman if later called on to 
serve the U.S. military. Over the years the emphasis of 
the program shifted on youth development through 
marksmanship. From 1916 until 1996 the CMP was 
administered by the U.S. Army. The National Defense 
Authorization Act for fiscal year 1996 (title XVI) cre-

ated the Corporation  for the Promotion of Rifle Prac-
tice and Firearms Safety, Inc. (CPRPFS) to take over 
administration and promotion of the CMP. The 
CPRPFS is a tax exempt  not-for-profit 502 ( c) (3) 
organization that derives its mission from public law. 
 
The President announced that he was contacted by the 
Saratoga County Clerk. The clerk warned that a newspa-
per in Glens Falls has ask for a list of people who have 
pistol permits in the county. The names have been given 
out. The county clerk had to due to FOIL. 
 
There is a bowhunter safety course on 19 April at the club. 
It is a one day course from 8 AM until about 5 PM on Sat-
urday. To register call Gary LaDue at 383-0637. 
 
Fifteen applications were read and accepted into the club. 
Congrats to the new members.

Legislative Committee: 
 
Gov’t and Guns 
 
Western States Wooing Ammo Companies, Gunmakers.   In a nut shell: some Western States are actively re-
cruiting firearms manufacturers. Several states in the West eager to create jobs and increase tax revenue are 
turning to the firearms industry to help spark their economic development. 
The States include Idaho, Montana, South Dakota, Utah and Wyoming, are portraying themselves as “firearms 
friendly” to manufacturers who may face excessive restrictions and political roadblocks in the states in which 
they presently operate. 
In Idaho, where the state constitution protects gun owners and manufacturers from licensing and registration, 
firearms sales cannot be subject to any special tax. It was also one of the first states to protect gunmakers from 
lawsuits files by victims of firearm crimes. 
As Illinois, California, New York and Connecticut continue to pass laws further restricting law-abiding sports-
men and gun owners, don’t be surprised to see manufacturers in those regions consider relocating to more gun-
friendly sates.

New Disease Hits Deer Herd 
 
As if chronic wasting disease  (CWD) didn’t pose enough worries for New York  deer hunters, a new ailment 
has hit the state’s whitetail herd. 
Pete Grannis, New York Department of Environmental Conservation commissioner, said that epizootic hemor-
rhagic disease (EHD) was confirmed in several deer carcasses collected in Albany county last summer. This is 
believed to be the first time that EHD has appeared in New York. 
“ Our wildlife managers have been monitoring EHD  as it worked it’s way  north through neighboring states,” 
Grannis said, “ While other states ’ experiences indicate that it is not anticipated to have any long term effect 
on the health of the deer herd, we will continue to monitor the spread of this disease and it’s potential impact.” 
EHD affects deer predominantly and is not considered a threat to human health. Certain types of biting midges 
transmit the disease. Deer are most apt to be stricken in late summer and fall, before cold weather causes the 
midges to freeze.  
Symptoms of EHD include swelling in the deer’s head, neck, tongue or eyelids; ulcers on the tongue; hemor-
rhaging in the heart, lungs, rumen and intestines; peeling of the hooves and high fever. All, some or none of 
these symptoms may be observed. 
In other states that have been faced with EHD outbreaks, the disease has fortunately not been geographically 
widespread. Over the long term, it has had no significant negative impact on the herds. 
Meanwhile, even though the chances of humans being infected with any disease through contact with deer are 
very low, sportsmen should take common-sense precautions when handling any deer carcass. 
Among other measures, the DEC recommends that hunters wear gloves when field dressing deer, have game 
processed as soon as possible after returning from a successful hunt, and take care that the carcasses are proc-
essed individually, so that the flesh from a contaminated animal does not come in contact with other animal 
being processed in the same facility.
