County Council:  
 
The council reported that crossbow 
hunting will be legalized soon for 
all New York  residents 65 years 
and older.  
 
Mark Klein has been appointed as 
ENCON Officer for Saratoga 
County. He’s a local resident living 
with  his family in Waterford. 

 
In the 2007 deer season the deer 
take was up 16% in Saratoga 
County. There were 104 bucks and 
114 does  harvested. Statistics on 
other counties is also available at 
DEC. 
 
A Clinton County resident was ar-
rested  for deer jacking with a spot 
light a couple months ago. It cost 
him his firearm and a $2250. fine. 
That’s pretty expensive venison, 
especially when you don’t get any 
of it. 
 
The lower part of the Kayderoseras 
creek was closed to fishing tempo-
rarily to try and increase the num-
ber of walleyes who use this area to 
spawn. 
 
The upper Hudson river  has seen a 
sharp decline in the annual shad 
run; down almost 70%. To combat 
the trend, DEC has banned com-
mercial shad fishing on the upper 
tidal Hudson river. They have also 
issued a catch and release alert for 
sport fishing in the same area. 
 
New York State sportsmen anted up 
around $250 million in taxes in 
2006. There’s a push to investigate 
why this money has not been put 
into the New York State Conserva-
tion Fund.

 Sleep in for Big Spring Gobblers 
 
Not having any luck with the traditional 
predawn raids on turkey roosting sites? 
Sleep in and head for the woods when eve-
ryone else is coming out. 
 
Why should you consider this tactic, which breaks one 
of turkey hunting’s cardinal rules?  Simple.  Just think 
about how turkey courtship and breeding works.  
Many hunter’s think  that females lure in the males, as 
happens with most other game animals, such as deer 
and moose.  With turkeys, however, it’s the gobblers 
that call in the hens. 
 
When a tom gobbles on the roost,  he is letting his 
harem know where he is and that he’s ready for them 
to come meet him.  The hens dutifully flock to his po-
sition and then he flies down to them, leaving you 
high and dry with your calls and decoys. 
 
As the morning wears on, the tom will breed every 
hen he can find.  By mid to late morning, those hens 
will peel off one by one and go to their  nests to lay 
eggs.  Eventually, the gobbler will find himself alone 
but still in the mood for love.  And now he has to go 
look for  some new girlfriends. 
 
That’s where you come in.  Also,  consider this.  Most 
hunter’s follow turkey-hunting tradition and hit the 
woods before dawn.  That’s when you have the most 
competition.  If they don’t bag their bird quickly, they 
will eventually become tired and hungry and head 
back to camp or go to the nearest restaurant.  Often 
you will find the woods devoid of hunters by mid 
morning.  Less competition for you means there is less 
chance someone will cut in on you  while your work-
ing a hot gobbler.

DC Hand Gun Ban: The supreme court released the transcript of the sessions relating to the 
Washington, DC gun ban case. From what I’ve read of the transcript, the justices really pressed 
the District of Columbia lawyer hard on the difference between an individual right and a col-
lective right. They started off questioning the people versus militia argument that the district 
has been basing their case on. Most of the justices thought  that the people and the militia were 
the same body and that any right exercised by a militia was also a right guaranteed to the peo-
ple. One of the most problematic parts of the district backing the militia right , embodied as the 
National Guard, is that the present make up of the Guard is no longer fully managed by the 
state but is effectively an arm of the federal government.
