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Legislative Committee Report — Fred Adriance chairman
There always seems to be information passed around about owning and using pistols in New York State. A lot of the
information is dated and has changed several times over the years. Here are some of the recent big question items
straight from the New York State Police Pistol Bureau:
- How does the law apply to licensed individuals from other states that move to New York and wish to possess
their handguns here? New York State currently has no reciprocal agreements with any other states and does not rec-
ognize any other state's licenses. It would be unlawful for an individual to move to New York State and possess hand-
guns in the state without first being licensed by the county in which the individual will reside. There are two options for
individuals already in possession of handguns in their home state.
-They must either leave the weapons in the possession of an individual in their home state who may lawfully pos-
sess them until such time as the owner can legally possess them in New York State, or
-They may leave them in the possession of a licensed gun dealer in their home state who would be willing to hold
them until that individual can lawfully possess them in New York State.
In either case, the weapons can only be lawfully brought into New York State via a licensed dealer in the home state shipping
them to a licensed dealer in New York State from whom the owner may take possession.
Weapons personally brought into New York by the owner would result in forfeiture of the weapon and possible criminal charges
brought against the owner.
- If a licensee was issued a renewable pistol permit and then relocates to a county where pistol permits are
issued "good until revoked,” does the pistol permit automatically become "good until revoked" upon trans-
ferring it to the new county? No. While the Penal Law does provide for the transfer of licenses from one county to
another, it does not permit the changing of the expiration date of the license when one has been assigned. The li-
cense may be transferred and will remain in full effect until the expiration date has been reached. At that time the
individual will become unlicensed, unless application has been made with the appropriate licensing authorities for a
new "good until revoked" license.
- What are the necessary steps involved in the sale of a handgun from one licensee to another?
In instances where a handgun is being sold from one licensee to another, the receiving licensee must obtain authorization
from his/her licensing officer in the form of an amendment to their permit prior to acquiring the handgun.
A Purchase Coupon detailing the specific weapon to be purchased should be completed by the licensing authority prior to the sale
and be given to the licensee disposing of the gun as proof of lawful disposition.
Note: The licensee selling the gun should complete an amendment to his/her pistol permit disposing of the weapon following the
transaction.

- May firearms dealers purchase handguns from individuals who possess them unlawfully, such as war
souvenirs, heirlooms, etc.? Yes, provided that certain steps are taken. Penal Law section 265.20 provides for the
surrender of unlawfully possessed firearms, without fear of prosecution, under certain circumstances. If an individual
innocently finds him or herself in possession of a handgun, this law provides amnesty from prosecution if the weap-
ons are voluntarily surrendered to a law enforcement agency. Once the handgun has been surrendered, the receiv-

ing agency must investigate whether the weapon is a nuisance property and must be destroyed. If this is not the
case, then the weapon may either be possessed by the person who surrendered it (if properly licensed) or he/she
may arrange for the sale of the weapon to a licensed firearms dealer.

- What happens to lawfully pos-
sessed firearms belonging to a
licensee who has died?

The person designated as the executor or administrator of the deceased's estate may lawfully possess the fire-
arms in question for a period of up to 15 days for the sole purpose of lawfully disposing of the firearms.

If this cannot be accomplished within the 15-day time frame, the weapons must be surrendered to a law en-
forcement agency that would then hold the weapons for safe keeping for a period not to exceed 2 years during
which time the weapons may still be disposed of.

If the weapons are not disposed of within that time period, they will be classified as nuisance properties and
destroyed.

Next month, I’ll post a few more questions, e.g., what happens when a pistol owner dies?
